	The Rector provided an overview of her vision for EVMS in two areas:

· Improve the Health of the Community by leading/advancing in the areas of diabetes, positive outcomes for high risk pregnancies, community and global health, and care coordination with our Level 1 Trauma facility

· Increase EVMS’ role and visibility as an economic driver by marketing our medical practice group, becoming a medical treatment destination center, and exploring our role in innovating health care delivery systems

· Challenges: obtaining new sources of money/grants 

At the end of the Rector’s presentation, she stated that EVMS is in a good finical position, community reputation is positive, and that opportunities to explore affiliations with health care and academic partners will advance our mission.

	Ms. Natalie Semmler, EVMS Webmaster, and Mr. Vincent Rhodes discussed the purpose and the role of the EVMS Website (Public and Private). Ms. Semmler presented the Faculty Senate webpages which will be on the private site and is scheduled to launch on March 27, 2013. No major issues arose about the senate pages. However, there was an energetic discussion about data sources used to populate the faculty directory information for the website.
The issue of faculty external web links was brought. Ms. Semmler acknowledged that this is an issue that can be resolved by funneling these needs through the faculty’s department content manager.
