	Dean’s Report: EVMS Strategic Plan: Printed, to be presented to Board of Trustees at 9/16 meeting. Covers areas of Education, Clinical, Administrative, Research. Dean Homan reports 5% budget cut mandated by the state will be taken out of Dean/President’s office with VP for External Affairs position to remain vacant. Budget: UPL dollars of approximately $2.2mil lump sum payment and $1.2mil/year anticipated as early as October 2014. Dean Homan reported that the Attorney General has approved the request. Residency Training in Virginia: Anticipate phasing in one system of accreditation for MD and DO residency programs. Concern is for DO programs in rural areas – if hospitals will retain positions or not in light of higher administrative costs. Goal will be to maintain current number of residency slots within state.
